THIS IS YOUR LIFE: PRACTICE FOR AN INFORMATIVE SPEECH


Procedure: 

1. Interview each other by using a set of questions provided below. 

a. Family: parents? children? siblings? Who is your most interesting or weirdest relative? 

b. Personal tastes: Music? Books? Films? TV? Colors? Food? Cars? Hobbies? What are your biggest pet peeves? 

c. Goals? Education? Career? If you could be anyone or anything, who or what would you be and why? 

d. Experiences: An embarrassing moment? A sad or funny moment? A learning experience? Proudest moment? A weird experience? What is your most unforgettable moment? 

e. Beliefs: Love? Marriage? Friendship? Religion? The weird and supernatural? What are your most precious treasures? 

f. Personality: Character traits of which you are most proud? Traits you would like to change? Whom do you most admire and why? How do you get along with others? 

g. Wrap-up: If you had just 24 hours to do whatever you wanted and unlimited financial resources, what would you do? How would you like people to remember you? 

Step 2:  Present Info following Speech Outline 

Example

Intro: (Attention Grabber)  Harry's greatest moment of all time was scoring the winning touchdown in the state championship game. (Connect to Audience) Like all of us, group activities helped make Harry into who he is today.  (Purpose Statement) Today, I will introduce you to Harry, his likes and dislikes, his family, his future goals, and his proudest moment. 
Body of Speech:  (Transition into first body paragraph/topic):  Harry is not only a great performer on the football field, but he is also an interesting person.
a. Likes and dislikes 
Second and Third Body Paragraphs go the same way
a. His family 

b. His goals 

c. His proudest moment 
Conclusion:  (Quote and Summary)  One quote Harry lives by is “It’s not the size of the dog in the fight that matters, but the size of the fight in the dog.”  Harry may not be the tallest or the most muscular football player among us, but his determination and spirit stand out among his peers.  As you can tell, Harry cares about those around him, his future, and how to make the best moments count.
